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FINAL INSTRUCTIONS

Thank you for your entry, we hope you all have an enjoyable safe nights sport.  We have worked hard to provide you with a no nonsense straightforward event based on classic 125 and 126 lanes.  We have been able to open some new areas previously closed because of PR sensitive issues.  To enable us to keep these areas for future use we are reliant on you to help us but closely adhering to instructions in the route information regarding Quiets and Non-Comps.

Please proceed quietly through all built up areas en-route and at the start.

· Please obtain your official start number at noise. 

· Provisional entry list is available at www.border100.co.uk and will be updated regular up to event, due to cancelled entries and reserves getting a run in the correct seeding. Note reserves keep an eye out.

· Collect your Route Information from MCO at 22:15 (Masters and Experts) plus you start number in minutes.

· (See official notice board for MCO times) – Semis & Novices will have more time to plot

· Your start time at MC1 is 23:35 plus your start number in minutes.

Competitors who have not received their licence will either require a temporary licence from the msa or bring a filled in form complete with photograph to supply with licence to msa. NOTE no licence = £55 fine as blue book regulations

· Club Membership cards

· Outstanding Fees

Any outstanding fees must be paid in full, otherwise your entry will be offered to a reserve.

Payments must be in either cash or by a cheque supported by a banker’s card.

We have plenty of reserves so don’t be late!!

RALLY PACK

After successful completion of signing on you will be supplied with a rally pack it will include:

· 2 Rally plates - Stick to the rear windscreen and nearside back screen.

· 2 Breakfast tickets 
· Timecards - For use on the event

· DSO check card – For use on the event
· Cautions – plot them to avoid crashing

· Black spots and Quiet areas - Make sure you plot them.

Authorisation

Penalties

Add: Any competitor seen using spotlights in parts of the route designated “no spots” will be EXCLUDED 

Permits

Add: Permits will be on display on official notice board

Time recorded will be when the competitor hands over the time card to the marshal. Even at standard start controls.

MARSHAL SIGNING ON OPENS 1700

Your marshal is your responsibility, please ensure they have:

· Maps 125 / 126 latest edition.

· Suitable pens, clipboards and high visibility clothing, torch and a hammer to knock in control boards. 

· Preferably a car or truck it might be a long walk otherwise.

Ensure your marshal understands where they are going and what they are doing.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

Drivers briefing

A meeting will be held at the signing-on area at approximately 2145hrs. ALL competitors must attend!

Marshals

As stated in the ASR’s all competing crews must provide a marshal(s) to cover at least 1 control, and they MUST sign on with the competing crew. You are reminded that no official can be signed on as a marshal.

If the Marshal who has signed on for a competitor does not turn up at a control or leaves the control area before the arrival of the closing car, or gets reported for driving in a manner likely to bring the sport into disrepute, the associated competitor will be excluded from the results. The Chief Marshal will issue marshals who are allocated time controls with an official clock. Should these get damaged or go missing the competitor associated with that marshal will be held responsible for the price to replace or repair that clock.

CONTROLS

It is our plan to man all Passage and Time checks. Yet in the instance where a control for some reason is not manned, the organisers reserve the right to replace this with an RC in the form of a code board. Such boards will be on display at the start. If a board is present, crews must record the code in the appropriate box and it must be verified at the next manned control (excluding DSO’s, Secret checks).

Failure to record the correct code, or verify the code by signature at the next manned control will have a penalty of 5mins.

SPOTLIGHTS

Due to the fact we are rallying competitively in West Mercia your spotlights will be bagged up at Petrol and cable tied on. This is only for the duration of a small section in West Mercia to meet our RLO requirements.  This section will be manned by numerous Judges of Fact and any competitor who is seen to be competing with spotlights on or bags missing will be excluded. This is a serious matter and I will not tolerate anyone who breaks the rule.  This will be discussed at the drivers meeting and there to remind you.

SCHEDULE

A few tips for you when arriving:

1 
Fuel up. Get enough to cover 65 mile.

2-
Report to Noise check. Here you will collect your process card. And find out what car no you are.

3- 
Report to Scrutineering. Have your MOT ready for inspection

4-
Make your way to the Start car park. Park as advised by attendants

5-
Make your way into the signing on area with your Licenses, insurance (if necessary) and any outstanding fees. 

6-
Marshal signing on. Ensure your marshal has the correct equipment and/or clock and knows what they are doing. They’re your responsibility.

7-
Signing on desk. Proceed as advised through official paper work.

8-
Collect your pack

9-
Take note to check your pack contains all it should and sign for it.

10-
Take note of any official notices, and / or amendments on the board.

11-
Take note of your due time to collect route from MCO. See official notice board. SEMI - NOVICES pay attention!  

MISCELLANEOUS

· The organisers will not enter into any discussion regarding seeding.

· The uses of video in car cameras are now not permitted at all on this event.

· Black spots are out of bounds and must not be entered into, even if after retirement or exclusion unless under emergency circumstances

· Results will be by email only

You are reminded that the event takes place on the public roads, which are not closed. You should drive with consideration to other road users, and remember that you are bound by the Road Traffic act at all times, any competitor or his associated marshal caught by the Police or an event official breaking the law, will be EXCLUDED from the results and reported to the RACMSA for further action. Please pay attention to your speed and driving manner at all times

ANY COMPETITOR DIVULGING ROUTE TO A SPECTATOR WILL BE EXCLUDED.

Encourage them to watch at specified points, providing they are safe to do so.

Passing points for viewing members of the public have been thoughtfully placed throughout the route, so as to allow for safe parking and adequate access between points. It should not be necessary for spectators to leave the main A or B roads far to gain access to a viewing point. Therefore they should preferably stick to main roads to gain access from one point to another.  Please emphasis to people coming to watch that this must only be at the specified passing places and to be safe at all times. They may be asked by marshals to consider their positioning whilst viewing. It is not the organising clubs responsibility to manage these members of the public, therefore I stress that you convey this message.

Please note that if your friends are watching the event, tell them do not follow or chase competitors, and drive sensibly. Choose a place to view and watch safely.

The Police have assured us they will not tolerate any misbehaving by spectators, and we have promised our full co-operation in reporting and dealing with any such incidents. Each Official, Marshal and competitor will be provided with a sheet to note the details of any vehicle or person seen to be bringing the sport into disrepute.

Therefore ask them to view only at safe points, park sensibly and not stand in any position that is either on the public highway where they are in danger, or on private land that they may damage. Please stress that they must not also litter the countryside, and respect private property.

We appreciate the majority that watch the event are sensible and love the sport as much as we do, and that the idiots that do occasionally cause problems are not actual rally fans. Still we urge you all to take this seriously for the benefit of the future of our sport.

Thank you all for your support in entering our event, we hope we can successfully provide you with a challenging and rewarding nights sport.
